CASA BONITA ROYALE CONDOMINIUM RULES AND REULATIONS

2013 (Exhibit “E”)
The Rules and Regulations hereinafter enumerated as to the Association properties, condominium property, the common elements, the limited common elements, and the units, shall apply to and be binding upon all unit owners.  The unit owners shall, at all times, obey said Rules and Regulations and shall use their best efforts to see that they are faithfully observed by their families, guests, invitees, servants, lessees, and persons over whom they exercise control and supervision.  
The current Rules and regulations are as follows: 
1. BUILDING APPEARANCE AND MAINTENANCE:
(a)  The sidewalks, walkways, entrances, and stairs must not be obstructed or encumbered or used for any purpose other than ingress and egress to and from the units, nor shall any carriages, bicycles, wagons, shopping cars, chairs, benches, tables, or any other object of a similar type and nature be let therein or thereon. 
(b)  Personal property shall not be left or stored outside the units.
(c)   No garbage cans, supplies, containers, or other articles shall be placed in or on the walkways, hallways, and entry ways, nor shall any linens, cloths, clothing, curtains, rugs, mops, or laundry of any kind, or other articles be hung from any of the windows, doors, walkways, or entry ways, or exposed on any part of the limited common elements or common elements.  The limited common elements and the common elements shall be kept free and clear of refuse, debris and other unsightly material.
(d)  No person shall allow anything whatsoever to fall from the windows, walkways, entry ways or doors of the premises; nor sweep or throw any dirt, waste or other substances out of the unit or onto the common elements of the Condominium.
(e)  Refuse garbage and recyclable items shall be deposited only in the area provided therefor.  All garbage must be bagged and tied.  Construction or remodeling waste must be disposed of off-site.
(f)   No unit owners shall make or permit any disturbing noises by himself, his family, employees, agents, visitors, renters, or licensees, nor do or permit anything by such persons that will interfere with the rights, comforts or convenience of other unit owners.   No unit owner shall be permitted to operate a radio, television, musical instrument or any other object of a similar nature in such a manner as to unreasonably disturb others. 
(g)  No exterior radio or television antenna installation or satellite dish, duct work, plumbing, or other wiring, shall be made without the prior written consent of the Board of Director’s, except as otherwise provided by law.
(h)  No person may post or display any signs, banners, and the like, anywhere outside the unit on the condominium property, including “For Sale”, “For Rent”, and other similar signs.  If any sign is erected in violation of this provision, the Association shall have the right to remove it.
(i)   No inflammable, combustible, or explosive fluid, chemical or substance, shall be kept in any unit or limited common element, except those necessary and suited for normal household use.  Landscape items must be kept in designated areas.
2. ALTERATION OF CONDOMINIUM:  Unit owners are specifically cautioned that their right to make any additions, change alteration, or decoration to the exterior appearance of any portion of the Condominium is subject to the provisions of the Declaration, and is also subject to prior approval of the Association.  For example, no unit owner may install screen doors, or apply any type of film or covering to the inside or outside of window or door glass without the prior approval of the Association.  All such additions, changes or alterations must be presented in writing to the board of Directors for approval, accompanied by written plans when requested or drawings and specifications.  The Board of Directors shall approve such requests only if the Association is protected against, or indemnified as to construction liens and/or claims arising from such work.
3. EMERGENCIES IN OWNER’S ABSENCE:  In order that proper steps and procedures may be taken in a minimum amount of time during an emergency situation, the Association shall retain pass-keys ( or combinations when applicable) to All units, including garages and storage lockers.  The locks of each unity are not to be changed or altered without providing the Association with a duplicate key.
Any unit owner who plans to be absent from his unit for an extended period of time (defined as more than 24 hours) must prepare his unit prior to his departure in the following manner:  
(a)  Shut of the water line to the unit at the main water shut off valve.
      By responsibly insuring that inside water lines are shut off, the water heater is unplugged , (or equivalent thereto)  and all items are secure from leakage, including but not limited to the hot water heater, ice maker, washing machine and dishwasher.   By securing all furniture, plants and other objects in the lanais.  If there are no shutters all personal items must be moved inside the unit; and
(b)  By designating a responsible caretaker for the unit should the unit suffer any damage caused by storms, hurricanes, winds or other violent acts of nature, the Manager and the Association shall be provided with the name of each    unit owner’s aforesaid designated caretaker.

In case of an emergency such as water leaks and power failures, the maintenance person may be called.  Complaints of service should be reported to the Chairman of the Board.  The maintenance person is contracted to take care of common property and is not to be disturbed during working hours except in an emergency.   Should the Building Maintenance person so desire, he may perform services for an owner during his free time at the owners expense.  Arrangements are STRICTLY between the owner and the maintenance person and the Board of Directors nor are the Condo Association in any way responsible for these arrangements.
4 .  PETS: Harboring pets is restricted by Section 10.2 of the Declaration.  The Board may impose additional reasonable restrictions upon how and where pets may be permitted upon the common elements. Only owners may have a common household pet, which is not now or shall not grow to be more than eighteen (18) inches in height at the shoulder. Owners must not allow any pet to disturb others by noise or activities.  At no time shall pets be permitted outside of the owner’s unit unless on a leash.  Pet urination and/or droppings are not allowed near any entrance doors.  Pet droppings shall not be allowed to remain anywhere on condo property.  Pick up after your PET.
5.  PARKING OF VEHICLES:   Vehicle Parking is restricted under Section 10.5 of the Declaration.  Parking is  not  intended  for  the  storage  of boats, motorcycles, recreational vehicles, motor homes, trailers, semi-trailers, house trailers, campers, truck campers, or any non-operational or invalidly licensed automobiles. No repairs or maintenance of vehicles may be performed, except for the check of oil and other fluids, change of batteries or emergency repairs.  Any vehicles parked in violation of the parking restrictions are subject to towing, with the owner of the vehicle responsible for all costs of towing. 
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6. DOCKS: Owners (sub-leasee) of slips shall be responsible for their boat, boatlift, and dock’s appearance and care.  This care shall include but is not limited to:

(a)  Proper mooring at all times, while boats are in slips.
(b)  Docks must be kept clear, clean, orderly and odor free. 

(c)  Lifts shall maintain a pleasing appearance.

(d)  No patio furniture is allowed on a dock, and docks are not to be used for sunbathing.   Residents, renters, and guests may fish from the docks unless a dock owner specifically requests that their individual dock not be so used.
(e)  No excessive noise on docks or boat areas especially between 

     10:00 PM and  8:00 AM.
(f)   A dock/boat owner must provide for care (if required) during the owner’s absence.  Any care or service required by the Association shall be charged to the individual owner. 

(g)  No dock can be sold or leased to anyone other than a Casa Bonita Royale Owner.

7. OCCUPANCY OF APARTMENTS:  Occupancy of apartments is limited to NO MORE Than FOUR (4) persons in permanent residence and NO MORE than SIX (6) persons in temporary residence.  Apartment owners are responsible to see that their guests, visitors and renters are acquainted with and abide by all rules and regulations of the Association.   Children are not permitted to loiter or play on the balconies, stairways, or elevators, or to be in or near the pool unless accompanied by a competent guardian.  See 10.1 in Declaration for more information.
8.  REGISTRATION OF PRESENCE:  All occupants of a unit must register their presence on the bulletin board in the Recreation Room, using the cards available.  This is to provide emergency personnel with the names of individuals if an emergency should arise, and for the safety of the owner’s apartment and all other occupants.
9. TRASH  DISPOSAL AND RECYCLI NG:  All Trash must be wrapped securely in non-leaking plastic bags before depositing in the trash chute.  Please note posted times /rules in the chute area.  Recycle material to be put in the blue containers in trash collection area (no plastic bags) please.
10. FIRE PREVENTION :  Owners are requested to familiarize themselves with the location of fire extinguishers, and read carefully the instructions thereon.  Do not place anything in the stairways or halls – they must be kept clear at all times as a fire passage.
11.  POOL:  The swimming pool is for the use of the owners and their houseguests between the hours of 8:00 am and DUSK.  Read the regulations posted by the pool.  Everyone must shower before entering the pool. The state requires that a safety rope be placed across the pool to designate the deep area.  If the rope is removed, it must be replaced before leaving the pool.   Non swimmers of any age must not enter deep area.  All children under 12 years of age must be accompanied by a parent or responsible guardian.  No running is allowed in the pool area. No food or glass is allowed in the pool area.   No person with incontinence (at any age) is allowed in the pool. 
ALL PERSONS USING THE POOL DO SO AT THEIR OWN RISK.

12. RECREATION ROOM:  The recreation room is for the use of all occupants, and it can be reserved by using the calendar located in the “rec” kitchen.   After use, the clean-up is the responsibility of the party host.  The owner of the unit that scheduled the party will be responsible for any damage.  
13.  BARBECUING:  Barbecue grills (except electric type) are not permitted on the lanais.  The Grill located on the lower rear deck may be used by residents.  The grill cannot be moved else -where and must be cleaned after each use.  
14.  FOOD AND BEVERAGES:   Food is not allowed in the immediate pool area or on the second floor deck.  Food however, is allowed on the lower deck below the pool.  All drinks must be served in plastic containers or cans while in “common” areas.
 15. COMMON AREA:   Outside walls, halls, grounds, etc. although adjacent to an apartment, are common property, and permission must be obtained from the Board of Directors for any, but normal usage.   Mops shall not be shaken from balconies nor shall anything be hung over balcony railings. The Association, (through its Board of Directors) may, for causes such as disturbing the peace, interfering with the rights of other owners, or for violation of the By-Laws, or these Rules and Regulations, deprive such persons of the use of the common grounds and facilities. 
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
